l. INTRODUCTION

The purpose of the Economic Development Corporation of Wayne County is to promc
support economidevelopment, growth and expansion within Wayne County, Indiana.

Il. USES OF ECONOMIC DEVELOPMENT INCOME TAX (EDIT)

EDIT may be used for economic development projects that promote SIGNIFICANT
opportunities for gainful employment of the citizenry, atiraetain or expand an existing
business enterprise within the community.

Il ECONOMIC DEVELOPMENT CORPORATION OF WAYNE COUNTY TAX
STATUS

The Economic Development Corporation is a 501 (C) (3) publicly supported commun
corporation. Thearporation is guided by IRS regulations, and is funded through a
payroll tax for economic development.

V. ELIGIBILITY

Funding shall be used primarily to benefit established business entities which are moy
Wayne County or which are currentlgusiness entities of the Wayne County community
to governmental units of Wayne County and its various incorporations. EDIT funds sf
be used for the ongoing operating expenses of an organization that is not formally affi
associated witthe EDC.

The application must identify and describe the project to be funded, estimate the total
the project, identify all sources of funds expected to be used for each project, identify
planning, development, construction schedule and lextgkth of each project.
Each application must first be reviewed and signed by the executive of the local gover
unit where the project is located before it is eligible for review by the Economic Develc
Corporation Board of Directors.

V. SIMPLICITY OF APPLICATION

It is our aim to keep the application procedure as simple as possible. Your simplified,
concise, typewritten project plan together with a completed application will provide pel
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facts needed for the EDC Board to review your request. Businesses that apply directly for
EDIT funds must complete Supplement, in addition to the standard application.

Indiana Code 6-3.5-7-15 excludes the use of EDIT funds for certain expenditures.
The EDC Board, therefore, cannot approve the use of funds for these exclusions:

A. The purchase of vehicles.

B. The refinancing of existing debt.

C. Salaries for government employees and administrative expenses
for government.

D. Other exclusions as outlined in Indiana Code 6-3.5-7-15

WAYNE COUNTY GUIDING PRINCIPLES AND EDIT PRIORITIES

In evaluating an EDIT application, the EDC Board will carefully compare the intended
use of funds with the following guiding principles and priorities:

EDIT priorities are based on the amount of EDIT funding available. The EDCWC
recognizes that there are many economic development projects that are eligible for funding.
However, limited resources dictate the need to prioritize.

EDIT Funds should be used primarily for the retention, attraction, and creation of jobs that
benefit the community.

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VIII. APPLICATION PROCESS

Applications for EDIT Funds must be received no later than two (2) weeks before the EDC’s
regularly scheduled board meeting. The Board of Directors meets on the first Monday of
each month, unless a holiday occurs on that Monday. The board will review the application
and you will be notified in writing of the board’s decision. In the event projects require
greater expediency, the Board may elect to review requests as they arise and allocations can
be made at anytime at the discretion of the Board.

Each application will be reviewed by EDC staff prior to submission to the Board. The EDC
will coordinate the need for additional information with the project contact person indicated
on the application. Staff members may make a site visit to each applicant. Applicants may
call EDC staff for assistance in preparing or revising applications.

After completion of staff review, a resume of each project will be mailed to EDC Board of
Directors. The members will make their own independent evaluations and forward their
written recommendations to the Executive Committee of the Board.

The Executive Committee will then meet to make funding recommendations to the full Board
at the next regular EDC meeting. Following the meeting, each business will be informed, in
writing, of the Board's decision as well as any conditions placed on the release and use of
funds. Ifit is the recommendation of the Board that Consolidated EDIT funds be used for the
project, final approval by the Wayne County Board of Commissioners is needed for funds to
be released.

The EDC may require that all grant fund distributions directly to a private business be
released only after receiving proof that the expenditure has been made by the business.

IX. COMPLIANCE

According to EDC policy, a project is not completed until the obligations identified in Part I,
#4, page 2, have been fulfilled by the beneficiary(ies).

An EDIT Grant Compliance form will be mailed to applicant/beneficiary(ies) quarterly
through the completion date of the project and must be returned to the EDC office within 15
days of receipt. A representative of any applicant or beneficiary may be asked to attend an
EDC board meeting at any point in the application or compliance process.

If the nature of a project changes after approval of an application, an amended EDIT
application must be submitted to the EDC board for review. The EDC board reserves the
right to recover EDIT funds in the event of misrepresentation of the benefits or an
unauthorized change in the use of the funds.
